Job Purpose

To lead or contribute to engineering and infrastructure related matters on highways and associated developments for the Authority.  


To deliver the following outcomes:

1. Safe, accessible and sustainable transportation, highway network and other infrastructure to maximise the effectiveness of available budgets.

2. Supporting the Council’s wider outcomes


Main Duties and Responsibilities:

1. Provision of engineering services for the design, adaption, improvement and maintenance of the public highway and associated development.  This typically includes the preparation of feasibility studies, the development of preliminary and detailed design proposals, preparation of contract documents, reports, contract administration and site supervision. 
 
2. Financial matters relating to schemes ranging in value form minor improvement schemes to large construction contracts, and provision of information to support the effective management of relevant annual and programme budgets.

3. Contributing to transportation forward planning, typically through the conceptual design, scheme identification, option appraisal and assessment of benefits and value for money.

4. Contribute to the delivery of a service plan for the team and T&HI which will be managed through a performance framework

5. Provision of technical support and advice and take a leading role in the development and delivery of the Council’s asset management plans

6. Advise on and implement the latest standards, legislation and new developments.

7. Supervision and management of contracts and contractors including taking a leading role in Health & Safety, CDM and financial monitoring of contracts

8. Implement and assist with the development of the Council’s policy for highways development and design

9. Supervision and development of other staff where necessary.

10. Working with third parties and other Council departments.
