Develop funding applications for the work of the section to bodies such as Salix. Oversee the delivery of works required under any successful bids including the supervision of contractors in accordance with Council requirements.

Maintain appropriate records, prepare reports/schedules/costings, undertake correspondence, attend meetings, conduct interviews and routine administrative duties associated with the work of the section.
Co-ordinate own work schedule with other EEMS Projects officers and the Senior Projects Officer to ensure efficient and effective resource deployment.
