Purpose
Support the local community to travel safely on the journey to and from school. Provide cover at multiple designated School Crossing Patrol sites, sometimes on short notice depending on local need and staffing levels.

· Attend punctually at the assigned crossing location and remain at the point for the duration of the duty.
· Assist members of the public to cross the road safely at a designated crossing location between specified times.
· Maintain control over children who are awaiting your instructions to cross the road.
· Wear the full uniform and use the equipment provided for the safety of yourself, children and all other members of the public, especially when stopping traffic on the highway.
· Report any problems or difficulties to the School Crossing Patrol Supervisors.
